Military families encounter school challenges for their children for enrollment, eligibility,
placement and graduation due to frequent relocations in service to our country.

What Is the Compact?

The Compact provides for the uniform treatment of military children transferring between
school districts and states. It was developed by The Council of State Governments’ National
Center for Interstate Compacts, the Department of Defense, national associations, federal
and state officials, departments of education, school administrators and military families.
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What Happens After a State Joins the Compact?

Each state must adopt the Compact through their legislative process. Participation is
voluntary. Each state appoints representation to a governing commission responsible for

enacting rules to implement the Compact. Each participat-
ing state also creates a state council based on the require-
ments of their state legislation.
