» 25,547 students enrolled in SBHCs
» 13,988 students served
» 69,050 SBHC visits

+ 36,823 Somatic health visits

- 19,142 Mental health visits (increase)

4,419 Dental visits (increase)
1,924 Substance abuse visits

MD SBHC Statistics 2006-2007

» >26,000 students enrolled in SBHCs
» >14,500 students served
» >60,800 SBHC visits
+ 42,630 Somatic health visits
- 10,919 Mental health visits
2,360 Dental visits
2,975 Substance abuse visits
